Main victims of climate change: Poor populations of
developing countries

Low potential to adapt to climate change in very poor
countries, regions or sections of the population

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Adaptation Fonds

Adaptation is necessary to manage unavoidable climate change
The funding needs in the developing world are significant

The adaptation funds established under the Kyoto Protocol and
the UNFCCC fall far short of meeting these needs

A broadened funding mechanism is required to provide sufficient
and reliable financial resources in developing countries

Adaptation needs to be closely integrated with existing poverty
reduction strategies (sustainable development program)

At the same time, it needs to be ensured that resources for
adaptation are additional to existing funds for official
development assistance.
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Development Policy facing Climate Change

Strengthen the ability to act of the poor

The poorer sections of the population must be particularly
taken into account

A low ability to act stems from social exclusion, lack of access
to health facilities and education, and a lack of legal security,
political rights and cultural freedom

Necessary: improved access to health and prevention
facilities; access to education for all: access to and

participation in political processes,; access to market and
production processes
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Only if people adopt
these issues of climate
change within the
context of their own
socio-cultural or
religious background
political strategies
on climate protection

and poverty reduction
can be effective.
